This program covers a variety of domains including
deviance, criminology, and the law; globalization, environment, and politics; population
and health; and diversity and inequality. This means you have the opportunity to take
classes based on your interests, passions, and goals. Whether you're passionate about
criminal justice reform, involved in sustainability and other worldwide issues, invested
in important public health issues, or commmitted to pursuing equity across diverse
populations, Sociology at the U has something for you.
